 It’s time to put on your running shoes and train for the Airtel Delhi Half Marathon 2014.. 

 

Now, here is your chance to be the ‘extra mile runner’. Just answer the following:  

 Am I ready for a challenge?  

 Can I commit to something just a little bit more time consuming and serious?  

 Do I want to take part in something really special?  

 Can I collect some amount for a cause that I am concerned about? 

 

Fund raising in the Airtel Delhi Half Marathon 2014 is the way to respond to this challenge. Here 

are some tips for you: 

• Dedicate your fundraising efforts to a specific cause and NGO 

• By sharing why you have so personally invested in this cause, you help your donors realize the 

true impact of the NGO 

• Provide information about your chosen NGO to your contacts. Let your donors know the 

impact their donations will be making 

• Talk about the Run, an event demonstrating your passion and dedication to this worthy cause. 

Enthusiasm is contagious! 

• Ask, ask, ask! And aim high. Even you don’t know, your donors are capable of making a large 

donation, do not be afraid to ask for a specific amount.  

• Don’t forget to thank your donors. With their help, you will change lives! 

 

Who to ask? This is the time to ask everyone you know, even remotely, to support you now. Here 

is a list of ideas for asking others to support you: 

Family 

Friends 

Co-workers 

Send an email or a letter to everyone in your address book 

Favorite local restaurant owner 

Any favorite local shop that you frequent often 

Your doctor, dentist, lawyer, hairdresser…

Create a personal appeal page on www.icfn.in/adhm and encourage people to donate through 

your page, it’s easy, fast and even the tax exemption receipt is in the donors inbox – Under 10 

minutes is all it takes - to donate and receive the receipt. 

 

Use your social media* networks to make the ‘ask’ 

Are you on Facebook, Twitter, LinkedIn, Blogger or some other type of social media network? 

These can be valuable tools for recruiting team members and raising funds! post it to your social 

media page. Update your status frequently with information about how to join your team, how to 

make donations, and updates on how your fundraising efforts are going. Be sure to send out the 

link to your personalized fundraising page! 

 

*Once you create your online appeal page on the India Cares website, you can place the link on your networking 

pages and also ask all you know to do the same. 

 

Tips for successful letter/ email writing 

 Write a short letter! 

 Share something personal about yourself; what made you choose the specific NGO? 

 Include your fundraising goal and ask for a specific amount. 

 Provide facts about important work being done by the NGO. 

 Tell them that donations are tax deductible and cheques should be made payable to the 

‘Name of the NGO’ you are supporting. 

 Include a link to your personal website/ appeal page so that donations can be made 

online. 

 Ask that they please donate by 30 October 2014. 

 Mail your letter to family members, friends, co-workers, and business associates. Be sure 

to look at your holiday card mailing list too! 

 Create mailers as per the groups you are asking – you cannot demand from your 

colleagues, but from your old college mates you can! 

 Send thank you notes (after the Run) to everyone who donates through you. 

 

 

Ideas to encourage potential donors to give  

o Ask if they can, just once, Give something up – a movie, manicure or dinner at an 

expensive restaurant – and contribute towards your cause. 

o Host a fundraising party and ask attendees to buy your homemade dinner as their support.

o Create a buddy system. Ask someone who cannot join you on the Run day to help you 

collect donations. 

o Ask your company and other companies to conduct an event for their employees and ask 

for donations to participate. 

o Take your fundraising letter and share the information everywhere you go. 

o Ask one person a day to donate for your Run for the next two months. 

o Ask your friends to contribute for your cause instead of purchasing a gift for your birthday, 

anniversary or any other occasion – especially if its within the next 3 months! 

o Promote yourself – call your local newspaper and offer to send a photo. Publicity 

generates donations. 

o Ask five to ten people to save their coins (change) for you for a month. Give them 

decorated buckets to keep the coins in. Hold a ‘counting party’ at the end of the month. 

o Approach your company. Many companies will give a fixed donation and others may give 

a matching donation to the amount you have raised for your NGO. 

o Approach your housing society, clubs, etc to support your Run for a Cause. 

o Set silly mini-goals : if your goal is to raise Rs 30,000/- announce that at halfway mark, 

you will prepare tea for your donors, cook for your family, etc  

 

 

If you noticed ‘Ask’ is the most frequently used word above, so that’s the word to follow for the 

next till the race day!!!

Frequently asked questions about fundraising 

 

Is it safe to use my credit card online? What about privacy? 

In order to prevent unauthorized access and protect our donors’ personal information, India Cares 

uses the highly secure Axis Bank payment gateway security of online transactions. 

 

How do donors know if their credit card donations went through? 

The India Cares website system will automatically generate a donation confirmation email when 

the transaction comes through. The donor an e-receipt attached to this mail. 

 

How will I know if someone has donated online to support me? 

You will receive an email notifying you when someone makes a donation. You can also login to 

your account on the India Cares website; view your fundraising total to date from the ‘My 

account’ section. All donations received will be passed on to the chosen NGO after deductions of 

7% online charges. 

 

Some people are not comfortable donating online. Can they still send in their donations? 

Yes. Although donating online is often more secure than conventional postal methods, many 

people are more comfortable handing in a cheque or sending it through the post. Offline 

donations receive receipts from the NGO. 

 

When someone makes a donation online, will they receive an automated thank you letter from 

India Cares? 

Yes, everyone who donates online will receive a thank you letter, which can be drafted by you and 

will also get the tax receipts.  

 

How will I know the money I donate is actually helping someone needy? 

Organisations submit a utilisation report to India Cares about how the funds raised in the ADHM 

have been used. NGOs registered for the event are accountable to their donors. You can clearly 

ask the NGO you are supporting to give you a report a few months to send to your donors. 

 

What tax exemptions? 

All online donations will receive an 80G Tax receipt. It is an e-receipt sent to donors’ email ids 

within one hour of a donation being made. All donations through cash & cheques have to be in 

the name of the NGO you are supporting and the NGO will give the exemption receipt

How can you help? Write out your cheque in favour of (name 

of NGO) for Rs 5,000/ 1,000/ 500 (*) and send it to me 

immediately by courier – the NGO will send you the receipt 

with tax exemption soon after the run. If you prefer, you can 

visit the website: http://www.icfn.in/(your page link) and pay 

through the payment gateway – but do tell me (a phone call 

or SMS will do) to follow-up your generosity.  

 

You may ask, “Why should I help this NGO?” Because, (state 

your motivation for doing this*.) Tax relief on your donation 

may qualify for 80G (50%). I aim to collect Rs_________ (state 

your goal let it be ambitious!) for this NGO, and any 

contribution from you will help me reach my goal. 

 

I will be thinking of all of you, my supporters and friends, 

when I race through the roads of Bangalore!
